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PREPARATION: The sample material was submitted in sufficient quantity to form a specimen 24” wide by 24’ 
feet long conforming to test chamber dimensions. The sample was supported during testing by 2" hexagonal 
mesh poultry netting running the length of the test chamber and 1/4" round metal rods placed at two foot 
intervals across the width of the test chamber. 
  
CONDITIONING:  The test specimen was conditioned to a constant weight at a temperature of 73.4 ± 5º F (23
